Guiding Principles:  
a. Follow the CDC Guidelines for prioritization of the vaccine.

b. Develop a process that is as fair and equitable as it can be.

c. Seek feedback from providers once a plan is developed.

Distribution Plan:

PHASE I:  Provide vaccine where needed to the following agencies/organizations for clients and/or staff (~350 doses):

· Aging and Long Term Care

· Kittitas Valley Health & Rehabilitation Center

· Royal Vista Care Center

· Kittitas Valley Community Hospital

· Central Washington University

· Mt. View Meadows – Assisted Living

· Total Care Home Health

· Elmview Group Home

· Elmview Intensive Tenant Support

Provide 120 doses to Cle Elum Family Medicine to address the waiting list they developed during their flu clinic.

PHASE 2:  

a.  Provide flu shots at KCPHD main office on a reservation basis for high-risk clients until the flu vaccine runs out – 200 doses.

b. Require clients under 65 to provide a referral from their physicians to validate high-risk status.

c.  Medicare and DSHS coupons accepted.  $26 cash or check.

d.  Press conference to announce.

PHASE 3:  Develop a waiting list in the event we have vaccine left from PHASE 2 distribution.

PHASE 4:  Plan and implement an intensive public education program on respiratory etiquette practices and guidelines.  Focus on businesses, clinics, and the public schools.
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
